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Abstract. The so-called ash heaps denote archacological sites found across the vast territory of the Central
Eurasia. When it comes to studying the ash heaps, it causes intense discussion on their function, origin and
areas of spread. Even though this subject is popular, the academia has not yet established a unified definition
of the term 'ash heap'. However, introduction of this definition could have settled a number of concerns. The
aim of the research is to determine common and distinctive features of the sites attributed to by scientists as
ash heaps of the Southern Trans-Urals. The study overviews the history of emergence and use of the term 'ash
heap' in archaeological researches. The work analyses a data base that includes 56 Bronze Age settlements.
The analysed materials reveal that ash heaps are often defined not as just specific sites, but also strata of
a monument's cultural layer, if they resemble ashes or cinders. The authors claim that the term 'ash heaps'
should be used only to describe the Bronze Age settlement sites that lay afar from habitations or areas between
habitations and form a thick and extensive ash pad or hill. In other cases such phenomena are nothing but ashy
bands in a settlement cultural layer. Based on the proprietary materials the authors give example of monuments
with naturally formed ash layers. They are products of building ruins, fires and organic accumulations. Besides,
the study offers sites with classic ash heaps features such as thick and extensive ash pads, signs of artificial
origin, settings remote from the main habitation and traces of daily and ritual activities.
