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Abstract. This article presents the general and specific characteristics of the population of Stone Age Kam-
chatka and neighboring territories. Identifying these characteristics is essential for determining the peninsula's
Stone Age's place in human history, understanding possible cultural connections, and understanding the direc-
tions of population migrations in ancient times. The research constitutes a comparative analysis of materials
from archaeological sites in Yakutia, the Kolyma River basin, Chukotka, Primorye, the Amur region, Sakhalin,
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the Kuril Islands, America, Japan, Korea, and China. It is assumed that almost all regions (except Kamchatka,
the Sakhalin Islands, and the Japanese archipelago) feature a succession of stages, and sometimes coexisting
cultures from the Late Pleistocene until the late Holocene. The gaps in the settlement of Kamchatka, Sakhalin,
and likely the northern outskirts of Yakutia and the Far Eastern territories suggest that these regions were popu-
lated sporadically by different population groups. This would have been due to the peculiarities of the physical
and geographical conditions during the late Pleistocene and early Holocene. Kamchatka was initially populated
later than the eastern and southern adjacent territories were. It happened approximately 13.3 thousand years BP
calibrated. It coincided with the Upper Paleolithic Yakutia Dyuktai culture and the final Paleolithic Sakhalin,
Japan, Korea, and China. The study assumes that there is a connection between this first group and the popula-
tion of America. Similarities in the material assemblages are evident. Notably, there is evidence of the use of
special paints during this period. It is possible that the second population group (12.0-10.1 thousand years BP
calibrated) could arrive in Kamchatka from the Far East, Japan, Korea, and China, where the microblade indus-
try originates from. The similarity of the culture of the Kamchatka third population group (9.9-8.6 thousand
years BP calibrated) can be traced to the Sumnaginskaya culture in the territory of modern Yakutia, the cultures
and sites of the Kolyma River basin, Chukotka, Siberia, Transbaikalia, Southern China, Sakhalin, Primorye,
and Japan. Materials from the early Neolithic Kamchatka have equivalents in the cultures of Yakutia, at sites
in Chukotka, Western Amur, Lower Amur, Primorye, Sakhalin, and the Kuril Islands (7.8 thousand years BP
calibrated — 4.5 thousand years BP calibrated). The similarity of the middle and late Neolithic material com-
plexes (4.0 thousand years BP calibrated — beginning of the 2™ millennium AD) suggests contacts between the
Kamchatka population and the people from the northwestern territories of America, Chukotka, the Sakhalin Is-
lands, the Japanese archipelago, and the Kuril Islands. The focus on an appropriative economy unites the Stone
Age Kamchatka population's lifestyle not only with neighboring territories but with the entire world. The pace
and direction of migrations across Eurasia, including Kamchatka, at the turn of the Pleistocene and during the
Holocene vary in different chronological periods, so does the composition of the migrating population.
