Abstract. The article examines the complex of the Late Neolithic ceramics from the settlement of Parfenk-
ovo 1 located in the Sergiev Posad District, Moscow Region. The site lays on the left bank of the Dubna River.
The 2021 explorations revealed Neolithic ceramics of two traditions there in the filling of the utility pit. One is
tradition is combed ceramics, and the other one is pit-combed ceramics. There were six vessels made of silty
clays with organic solutions and mineral impurities (soil, chamotte, shell, mica, talc). They were reconstructed
from over three hundred fragments. The ornamentation of the vessels stands out with the predominance of a va-
riety of comb prints combined with rounded and conical pits, probably deposited by belemnites. Based thereon,
it is possible to correlate this complex with the Protovolos ceramic tradition. The radiocarbon date 4853+40 BP
(3709-3527 cal BC) identifies the complex at the turn of the Late Neolithic and Early Eneolithic. The Parfenkovo
materials are compared with reference complexes of the Valdai and Lyalov cultures in the Dubna basin and peat
sites of the Upper Volga. It is determined that the comb ornamental traditions was formed in the region not by
population migration, but by the divergence of the types of dimpled-comb ceramics, when different systems of
ornamentation develop in certain parts of their distribution area. The impulse for the development of the ceramic
comb ornamentation techniques in the Upper Volga region could have come from both the Valdai Upland and the
Mari Volga region, where such ceramics date back to an earlier time.
